IAIA14 in Viña del Mar, 
Chile, had a fi nal tally 
of 767 delegates 

participating from 

59 countries.  Thanks to the generosity of Norad 
(Norwegian Agency for Development Cooperation), 
that total included 20 delegates from developing 
countries who benefi tted from Capacity Building 
Stipends.  IAIA was pleased to have the Inter-American 
Development Bank as its premier sponsor for the event, 
as well as the other sponsors shown on page 3.  

The host country, Chile, was well-represented at IAIA14, 
with 28% of the total delegates, followed by the USA 
(13%), Canada (10%), and Brazil (6%).  Not surprisingly, 
South America had the highest regional representation 
with 42% of the delegates, followed by North America 
(24%) and Europe (13%).  

A post-conference online evaluation was distributed to 
the delegates, with 37% of them responding.  Of those 
who responded, 97% said they would recommend 

future IAIA conferences to a colleague.  When asked 
what set IAIA conferences apart from other events, 
some replies included the international perspective of 
the event, the variety of topics, and the diff erent back-
grounds of the participants.  

When asked about the most valuable aspect of IAIA14, 
the most common response by far was networking.  
Learning and training opportunities were also consid-
ered valuable, as were various conference sessions.  The 
survey results showed that 93% of respondents were 
satisfi ed or very satisfi ed with the overall conference 
program, while 5% were neutral on that question.

Because IAIA is considering ways to reduce its paper 
consumption, delegates were asked about various 
options for reducing or eliminating the hard copy of 
the conference fi nal program.  Of those who responded 
to the question, 38% indicated they would primarily 
use an electronic copy of the fi nal program but would

prefer a few key pages printed and provided on-site.  
An equal percentage (38%) supported having a hard-
copy of the entire fi nal program provided on-site.  
Twenty-one percent said they would prefer to use only 
an e-copy version of the program, while 7% of respon-
dents had no opinion.

Survey participants were then asked which com-
ponents of the fi nal program they would prefer to 
receive in hard-copy on-site.  To provide perspective, 
the number of pages for each option were also pro-
vided.  Interestingly, over half of the respondents (54%) 
wanted to receive a hard copy of the session and paper 
descriptions, which is approximately 24 pages in length 
each year.  

Over three-quarters (77%) of the respondents indi-
cated they would be very likely or somewhat likely to 
use a mobile application at a future conference, with 
24% indicating they were neutral, and 8% noting they 
were unlikely or very unlikely to use a mobile app.

Consultants/consultancies (35%) and government 
(23%) were the largest two sectors represented at 
IAIA14, followed by education (13%).  

When asked the various ways they learned about the 
IAIA14 conference, 54% noted it was due to communi-
cation received as part of their IAIA membership.  An 
equal amount (39% each) learned about the event 
either from a friend/colleague or from attending a pre-
vious IAIA conference.  (We hope you will all spread 
the word about IAIA15!)  For 39% of the delegates, 

IAIA14 was their fi rst IAIA annual conference, while 
36% said they have attended between one and four 
other IAIA conferences.  

We appreciate those who took the time to complete 
the IAIA14 conference evaluations.  This is valuable 
information that helps IAIA improve future events. 
Thank you for sharing your comments and suggestions 
with us.  Thank you also to our host, SEA of Chile, whose 
tireless eff orts and dedication made IAIA14 an event to 
remember.

AWARD NOMINATIONS INVITED

IAIA Global Environment Award

The IAIA Global Environment Award is awarded to a leading indi-
vidual or institution that has made a substantial contribution to 
the practice of environmental assessment, management or policy 
at a global scale, or has otherwise made a major contribution to 
promote environmental sustainability or environmental justice.

Rose-Hulman Award

The Rose-Hulman Award is awarded to a past or present member 
of IAIA for major contribution to the fi eld of impact assessment 
over a sustained period. [Note that this is the only award for which 
IAIA membership is required.]

Corporate Initiative Award

This IAIA award for a corporate initiative is presented to a private 
or public sector company for a specifi c activity or project that has 
made a notable contribution to responsible development practice 
through the application of impact assessment. 

Institutional Award

The Institutional Award is presented to a national or international 
organization for outstanding contribution to impact assessment, 
such as a signifi cant contribution to the practice of impact assess-
ment, setting regulatory standards, or other environment-related 
activity deserving recognition.

Regional Award

The Regional Award is awarded to a person or organization that has 
made a substantial contribution to the fi eld of impact assessment 
and/or has taken a leadership role in promoting best practice in 
impact assessment within the general world region of the location of 
the conference for the year.

Individual Award

The Individual Award acknowledges personal contributions to the 
discipline of impact assessment. It recognizes major achievement 
and advancement in the theory and/or practice over a period of time 
at an international level.

MASSIVE OPEN ONLINE COURSE HELD ON ESA

A Massive Open Online Course (MOOC) on Environmental and Social Assessment in the international context was conducted in February/March 2014. 
MOOC GPROSE (Gestion préventive des risques opérationnels sociaux et environnementaux, or Preventive Management of Operational Social and 
Environmental Risks) was free to participants and was developed under the leadership of Michel Denis, e-learning expert, and Jean-Roger Mercier, 
ESA specialist, together with Corporate Social Responsibility specialist, Chantal Brohier. Participant recruitment was internet-based via social networks 
and MOOC catalogues. Over 160 persons (61% from Africa) registered, of which 137 learners actually participated partially or totally, and 22% accom-
plished all the activities and claimed their fi nal certifi cates. 

The course designers are presently developing several e-learning modules exploring the “new deal” introducing the social dimension in Strategic 
Environmental and Social Assessment, e.g. by the World Bank, the African Development Bank and the French bilateral AFD.  For more information, 
contact John-Roger Mercier at mercierjeanroger@gmail.com.

IN MEMORY

Robert Goodland, long-time IAIA member and Past President 
of IAIA (1994-95), passed away in December 2013 after a hiking 
trip to Nepal with his family.  Robert, of McLean, VA, USA, began 
his career as a professor of tropical ecology at the University 
of Brasilia and then became the fi rst full-time ecologist at the 
World Bank in 1978, where he worked for more than 20 years.  
After his retirement in 2001, he became a Senior Fellow at the 
World Resources Institute.  Throughout his life, Robert wrote 
more than twenty books on environmental and social issues 
and many more monographs.  We remember and appreciate 
his dedication to climate change, impact assessment, and IAIA.   
The Robert Goodland Memorial Fund has been set up by his

Bernice Goldsmith, IAIA member since  1982, passed away in 
March 2014 after a battle with cancer.  Bernice had a long, suc-
cessful career at Concordia University in Montreal, QC, Canada, 
were she was known for her pioneering contributions in incorpo-
rating social and environmental concepts and practices into the 
engineering curriculum. There, she helped establish the Social 
Aspects of Engineering program—the fi rst of its kind in Canada. 
Bernice was active in IAIA, co-chairing the Impact Assessment 
and Trade-Related Policies section and collaborating on the 

“Principles of EIA Best Practices” document.  We remember and 
appreciate her dedication to IAIA and her joy in working with 
us—as we enjoyed working with her.  Contributions in her 
memory may be made to the “Bernice Goldsmith Bursary in the 
Social Aspects of Engineering” c/o Concordia University, +1 514 
848 2424 ext.: 3884, or at concordia.ca/givenow.
