Technical visit to Iceland

26-28 May 2006
Theme: EA and Geothermal power
Program
A two day post-conference technical visit to Iceland is offered. 

Arrival in the afternoon/evening of May 26th. 

On Saturday 27th of May participants will visit the  Nesjavellir Geothermal Power Plant which provides hot water to a substantial part of the capital area’s inhabitants as well as generating

120 Mw in electricity. Afterwards, a visit to the Hellisheiði geothermal area, where deep drilling is ongoing and a new power plant is being constructed. On Sunday May 28th a visit to the Svartsengi Geothermal Resource Park where the participants have an option to visit the Blue Lagoon Geothermal Spa. Departure from Iceland on Sunday afternoon.

The price for the technical visits in Iceland is ISK 7.000 per person.

- transportation with the regular Flybus shuttle from Keflavík airport to Reykjavík (50 km)

- technical visits to Nesjavellir on May 27th and to Reykjanes peninsula on May 28th with

all visits as per program, except for entrance fee to the Blue Lagoon (ISK 1.400 p.p.). Note: the Reykjanes tour on May 28th ends at Keflavík airport for participants

departing on afternoon flights from Iceland that day.

Prepayment must follow the registration form.

Full payment upon registration is of course also acceptable.

- the amount of ISK 7.000 for the technical visits

- hotel deposit of ISK 15.000 per room.

Icelandair maintains daily flights to Iceland from Copenhagen (up to 3 flights per day), Oslo, Stockholm and London (up to 3 flights per day); regular flights from Helsinki, Berlin, Glasgow, Amsterdam, Frankfurt, Paris, Madrid, New York, Boston, Baltimore, Minneapolis,

San Francisco and Orlando.

Airport connection

Keflavík international airport is located around 50 km from Reykjavík. An airport shuttle “Flybus” operates in connection with all incoming and outgoing flights. Passengers are dropped off/picked up at all major hotels and guesthouses in Reykjavík. One way far is ISK 1.150 for adults. A taxi from the airport to Reykjavík costs approx. ISK 6.000-7.000.-
