SECTION 2: Description of course

Purpose of the course:

The purpose of the course is to give the participants a basic knowledge of how impact assessment as a tool can be applied to oil and gas activities to secure sustainable development of these resources.  The characteristics of on- and offshore oil and gas developments, especially upstream activities will be explained, as well as the legal, economic, social, environmental and other frameworks. The various instruments of impact assessment will be discusses, and their applicability to the challenges at hand. Examples will be drawn from Norwegian and international experience. The main focus will be on the challenges of developing countries and newly independent states.
Learning objectives 

The learning objectives are to provide a starting point for understanding of the Impact of Oil & Gas activities using the experience from mainly the Norwegian Continental Shelf, but also from some of the other areas where Norwegian & International Oil & Gas companies have established their business. The course will focus on the main consequences of O&G activities along with an overview and general understanding of the assessment methods, standards, processes, measures, tools and technology available within this area.

· World Bank, International Finance Cooperation (IFC), EU, International Conventions etc.

· Basic EIA-methodology/ steps in the process

· Regional and Strategic Assessments O&G-developments 
· Main environmental issues and how to assess and mitigate them (Lectures from O&G-companies (e.g. Statoil), other and stake owners, ref. contribution in environmental management in other courses offered from PETRAD)

· Emissions to air (CO2, NOx, VOC etc), climate change/regional & local impacts

· Regular discharges to sea (produced water, chemicals)

· Accidental spills and contingency planning

· Waste production and handling

· Land use and habitat destruction

Social Impacts and Corporate Social Responsibility (Lectures yet to be identified, but there will be lectures from outside the O&G industry to get a balanced view on this important matter).
