3a Background

For over a decade now, Tanzanian economy has undergone profound changes from inward looking state economy towards more open liberal economy. Promotion of private sector investment is one of the major reform strategies. The process of investment in the tourist sector involves among other things investment in the major tourist centre of the northern tourist sector.  The Northern Tourist Circuit comprises of Kilimanjaro National Park, Lake Manyara, Serengeti, Tarangire and Ngorongoro Conservations Area, and some Game controlled Areas. We argue that a number of development undertakings in the form of plans projects and programmes arei likely to have adverse environmental consequences if strategic Environmental Impact Assessment is not undertaken. For instance, the National Parks within this circuit are rich in Biodiversity of flora and Fauna.  Mountain Kilimanjaro which is also found in the circuit is World Heritage Site and Lake Manyara is a biosphere reserve some of the species are endemic and endangered.  These Parks are located in three administrative regions within the Circuit. EIAs at project levels have been applied in Tanzania for quite some tome now, but the challenge which has to be addressed now is there is need of taking this further up i.e. to strategic levels.  

3b Objectives

· To carry out strategic environmental impact assessment in three districts within the Northern Tourist Circuit.  

· To identify and value the environmental services in the form of tourism in the study area. 

·  To evaluate the potential for application of the strategic environmental impact assessment in Tanzania

The study will make critical analysis of focus on he district development plans and subject to SEA

Arusha region has 3 districts, and thus the development plans for these districts will be subjected to environmental impact assessment at strategic levels.

3c Approaches and methods

The study will employ techniques for valuation of  biodiversity using tourist incomes.  This approach will be supplemented by other specific methods such as  multicretria analysis/Cost and Benefit Analysis (CBA).  CBA will involve valuation of environmental services to tourists using a range of methods as well as participatory approaches. Surrogate market based approach will be employed where no price is available for environmental services hence the prices of the related market goods will be  used to estimate their values. The applications of the surrogate market-based approach will be based on such methods as hedonic pricing and the travel cost methodology. The Hedonic Pricing Approach includes the property value approach and the wage labor differential approach. Travel Cost Approach uses travel costs as a proxy for the willingness to pay to visit a site. The primary aim in employing this technique is to estimate the value of un-priced environmental services such as biodiversity  by treating increasing travel costs as a surrogate for variable admission prices. The higher the travel costs, the more people are willing to pay and the higher the site is valued.  

A range of methods will be employed in data collection. 

Semi-structured interviews will be conducted around a set of questions relating to tourism, natural resource use and flexible adaptations to tourism and sustainable use of biodiversity.  These will be fairly informal interviews lasting for about 30 minutes to 1 hour. The idea will be to obtain in depth, detailed specific information that will be key for designing and development of strategic environmental impact assessment in tourist development projects.  Notes taken during the interview will be written up and coded, by theme, as part of the analysis to be included in the project report. Questionnaire surveys will be used especially to assess the willingness to pay, travel cost and effectiveness of the proposed strategic environmental impact assessment. The interviews will use structured set of pre-determined questions. 
3d Expected outputs and results (clear deliverables should be identified)

The nature of research outputs will vary according to client group, but will include: evidences of successes and failures of the application of strategic environmental impact assessment in tourist sector of Tanzania, the extent that existing efforts of economic reforms can have adverse effect on the environment if environmental impact assessment is not properly done. The research output will also seek to show how strategic environmental impact assessment can ensure sustainable use of environmental services in the form of bioderversity and safeguard development and livelihoods. The results are also replicable to other development sectors such as water, mining, forest etc.
